OVERVIEW

n 2001, Springyeld was selected for a Regional/Urban Design Assistance Team project sponsored by

the American Institute of Architects. A team of eight planning, design, preservation and transportation
experts from around the country provided their insights into how downtown Springyeld could become a
viable part of the community.

Since completion of their 90 page report in February 2002, a small group of volunteers - known as the R/
UDAT Follow-Up Committee - has been working to implement dozens of the recommendations identiyed
in the plan. The R/UDAT Follow-Up Committee initiated the process by selecting from within the study
report, a series of projects around which to focus the committeeis efforts with a targeted completion date
of 2009 - the Abraham Lincoln Bicentennial. The following is a brief status report on the committeeis
work.
