COMPLIANCE ORDER

The Director of the Water I)ivisir!, U.S. Environmental Protection Agency
(EPA), Region 5, is issuing this administrative Compliance Order (Order) to
the City of Springfield, Illinois (Respondent) under Sections 308(a) and 309(a)
of the Clean Water Act (CWA), 33 U.S.C. §§ 1318(a) and 1319(a).

STATUTORY AUTHORITY

The Director of the Water Division, EPA, Region 5, is making the following
FINDINGS and is issuing the following ORDER pursuant to the authority of
the Administrator of the EPA under Sections 308(a) and 309(a) of the Clean
Water Act (CWA), 33 U.S.C. §§ 1318(a) and 1319(a). The Administrator
delegated this authority to the Regional Administrator, EPA, Region 5, who
then re-delegated the autherity to the Director of the Water Division, EPA,
Region 5.

Section 301(a) of the CWA, 33 U.S.C. § 1311(a), prohibits the discharge of
pollutants to the waters of the United States by any person except in
compliance with a National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES)
permit issued pursuant to Section 402 of the CWA, 33 U.S.C. § 1342,

Section 502(12) of the CWA, 33 U.S.C. § 1362(12), defines “discharge of a
pollutant” to mean, among other things, “any addition of any pollutant to
navigable waters from any point source.”

Section 309(a)(3) of the CWA, 33 U.S.C. § 1319(a)(3), states that whenever
the Administrator finds a person in violation of Section 301(a) of the CWA,
33 ULS.C. § 1311(a), she may issue an order requiring that person to comply
with the provisions of the CWA.

Section 308(a) of the CWA, 33 U.S.C. § 1318(a), authorizes the Administrator
to require the owner or operator of any point source to establish and maintain
records, make reports, install, use and maintain monitoring equipment, sample
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
